Directions

This presentation will be between 5-10 minutes
You will need to use a visual (ie PowerPoint presentation, poster, product, etc.)
You will need to submit for approval, an outline of your presentation

Four classmates will provide feedback prior to your presentation to the class, so set up a time (outside of class) to present to those 4 classmates for feedback
Incorporate feedback into your presentation
Submit classmate feedback and summary of changes made based on feedback
