Verbal Communication


It is important to help students understand that their feedback is very important to you and our College as a whole.  Set aside 5 minutes at the beginning of class to talk to your students about the course evaluation process by informing them of:

Share with students specific examples of how you used student feedback from previous courses.  For example:  “Last semester I received feedback that I should use more visuals in my class, so now I provide more visuals to help students learn.”

Set aside 10 Minutes at the end of class


The way to ensure a high response rate is to utilize a captive audience.  Set aside 10 minutes at the end of a class for students to complete the survey.


If possible, you can also take your class to a computer lab and allow the students ten minutes at the end of class to complete their feedback.
